Webster defines love as "an intense affection for another person based on familiar or personal ties". In today's society, more often than not, this intense affection stems from a sexual attraction, that makes us feel good.  Notice that the dictionary definition contained the words "based on", which implies that our love is based upon conditions. From this, we can draw the conclusion that our love is because a person fulfills a conditional requirement that is important to us.  Without meeting that requirement, then we tend not to love.  This amounts to a "I love you because" type of love.  As we begin to deal seriously with the love of God, the very first and basic foundation that we must lay, is that God's love is unconditional.  This truth is based upon the fact that God is love.  There is no "because" in His love. He does not love just when He wants to.  He always wants to, because He is love.  Man can have this love, feel this love, give and know this love, but man is not love.  Man can only love in two basic ways, which are:  the "I love you because" type of love, or the "It makes me feel good" type of love.  While these two types of love are characteristic of man, they are completely foreign to the nature of God. God does not love us because we are lovable or deserving, nor does He love us because we make Him feel good.  The Bible tells us that God is love, so any person that deals with God, must deal with Him according to who He is, and that is love, and we can never realize the love of God until we first know God.  To know God is to know His love.  The two are inseparable.  Our access to the love of God is never there, unless we know Him. When God came calling on mankind, love came with him because He is love. When God goes, love goes, for God is love, and love is God.  Man can only love after God has shed His love abroad in man's heart and soul.  Apart from this shedding experience, man can never perform love. Even then, man loves God and others, only with the love of God that He has placed within their soul. This is why the Bible states, "We love Him because He first loved us".  We love God back, only after He has loved us first, and deposited that love in our hearts.
